The Project

Hope for Hossana, a campus project located in Hossana,
Ethiopia, is currently in the development phase. Plans

include services and facilities for an elementary school for Flag raising on the first day of school — Sept. 30, 2009.

This project will be
completed in phases.
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Phase one, an elementary school, was finished in
September 2009. Two hundred full-time students are now
attending classes. Included in this phase are classrooms, a
library, school lunch program, clean water source and
latrines.

Hossana is located in the southern region of Ethiopia, Parents actively participate in the school. There is 2

about 3 hours by car from Addis Ababa. There are schedule for parents to come everyday and assist cooks in
the feeding program by serving meals and washing dishes.

They also help janitors clean the classrooms everyday. Two
sessions of health education have been offered to parents.

approximately 80,000 people living in the town and about
50% are at or below the poverty level (between $65 and
$85 USD per year). With very little support and
infrastructure, the Hope for Hossana project will bring
much needed services for an underserved population.

In December, the library was completed and is open to all
students for use during school hours. The books are
mainly for children at the primary level. The children
enjoy the library and are not used to such a wide selection
of books. Staff are working on teaching the children about
how to properly handle and care for the books.

Future plans include opening the library to other users
during after school hours and on weekends. A staff/
volunteer schedule to accomplish this is currently being
created.

The meal program at the school is in operation. Each day
150 students are provided with a nutritious breakfast and
lunch; some children choose to eat at home during break.
Typical meals are bread and tea for breakfast and injera
(traditional Ethiopian bread) served with wot (a spicy stew
and staple diet) for lunch.
